 From Dave’s Desk… 
 
Lenten Season 2009 has begun. Following the  

disciplines of this season brings spiritual enrichment. 
Most people think being disciplined is about being  
penalized. But Jesus taught disciplines as a part of 
spiritual growth. Lent is conducive to the nurturing of 
our spirit. Let me share with you some of the  
background and opportunities that this season offers. 

Lent is based upon the 40 days that Jesus fasted in 
the wilderness being tempted by Satan. It was during 
this time that he was preparing for his ministry to the 
world. Lent begins on Ash Wednesday and continues 
until the Saturday before Easter. Sundays are not 
counted as part of the forty days. 

Ash Wednesday Service consists of silently  
confessing our sins and receiving ashes on our  
forehead as a sign of our repentance. The pastor says, 
“From dust you came and to dust you shall return,  
repent and believe the Gospel.” 

During this season we fast from some food or  
activity as a spiritual discipline. By giving up  
something that is important to us, we rely on God’s 
strength to help us through these forty days plus  
Sundays. If we give up an activity, we take the time to 
pray when we would be involved in that activity. If one 
gives up a favorite food, then he/she prays when they  

 

 
 

desire that food. This must be something important to 
us for the discipline to be effective. Jesus fasted for 40 
days and then died on the cross for us. What are we 
willing to do without during this Lenten season? 

Ask God to help you with an area in your life that 
needs improvement or change. This will help focus 
your prayers and your discipline of fasting. At the end 
of the season we hope to be changed by God’s power. 
What a wonderful Easter we will have! We celebrate 
the resurrection of the Lord and we celebrate the  
spiritual growth we have experienced because of God’s 
love. May your walk through the wilderness with 
Christ in this season bring you to a new appreciation of 
the wonders of Easter.

Present were Jim Cullom, John Harden, Tom Simon, Coralee Judge, Ryan Turner, Chris Waugh, Pastor Dave, Wendy 
Simon, Barb Seager.  
Ryan Turner, chair, lit a candle and opened the meeting with prayer.  Pastor Dave gave communion to all  
present and said that we will do that at every first meeting of the year. 
The minutes of the previous meeting were read and a motion from Jim, 2nd by John to approve the minutes passed. 
●Treasurer (Wendy reported ): end of year balance was $17,989.46/ a couple bills yet to pay.  New rates for  
insurance costs caused a change in the 2009 budget, it now is:  $182,741.12 
●Trustees (John Harden reported) saying we have received $19,000 from the estate of Keith  & Helen Haslet.  All of the 
funds have not yet been received. 
●Bridge Builders (Barb): report from November was 46 cards sent, budgeted monies used: $27.02 & donations from  
committee: $1.20.  Report from December was 41 cards sent, budgeted monies: $5.41/donations: $2.13.  The new  
committee will meet later this month. 
●Wee Blessings (Barb) all is going well and we were very pleased with our profit of almost $2000 from the sale of dinner 
rolls from Texas Roadhouse!  Thanks to all who participated. 
●Worship (Chris): 43 attended the NYE party, and plans are for 2 game times/ month at ABBA’s (one afternoon, one  
evening), open to everyone. 
● Evangelism (Coralee ): the committee revived the “Partners in Prayer”, had a Prayer Walk/Mulberry, and the  
Community family day/Park where 50 adults and kids attended.  These projects came from the planning meeting early 
2008. 
●Missions (Ryan) the pie sales profited $1220; a new project is “nothing but net” which is to provide mosquito netting to 
protect children in Africa; looking into sending 20-25 people to southern Indiana to assist those who were affected by 
flooding, more info later. 
●Stone Soup Pantry (Tom): 8 different families used our facility last month; made up Christmas boxes for 3 families; 
Working on implementing a plan to permit better utilization, starting with new hours: Tuesdays: 6-7:30 p.m. and  
Saturdays 9-11 a.m., one day/month. Look into advertizing on Mulberry TV.  Thanks to CP Elementary who donated 6 
boxes of food and cash.  No specific needs at the pantry as of now. 
●UMM (Tom):  averaging 10-12 per meeting, going well. 
●UMW (Barb):  year begins in March; the three local Churches did the Villa Christmas dinner; we have recently provided 
meals for funeral luncheons. 
●Youth (Pastor Dave): new leadership, want to form a youth council which would include the 3 youth leaders (Wendy & 
Matt Simon, Kevin Garrett), parents, youth and Pastor Dave 
●Impact (Coralee): really low attendance; need special events; group now includes grades 5-8;  congratulations to  
Director Carly on her new baby ☺ 
●Lay Leader (Tom): 4 new members from the latest membership class; new class for members after Easter; class for 
youth probably in the fall. 
●Pastor Dave: All churches are being asked to “cluster” with 6-8 other Churches   More information coming following the 
March 1st District meeting.  
●John Harden would like to thank Andrea Burke, out-going Treasurer, for the dedication to her work during her tenure.  
Amy Thayer will be the new Treasurer after February.  Thanks also to Wendy Simon for her help.  John Harden made a 
motion that we remove Andrea Burke  as treasurer and add Amy Thayer as treasurer on necessary accounts for  
check-writing privileges.  Jim Cullom 2nd and motion passed. 
●Lay Development (Pastor Dave):  We will need to have a replacement for Amy per memorials.   
●Discipleship 101 Class has asked to open a savings account at the Farmers Bank under Church auspices with Sandy
